Here is a little camping itinerary especially created just for you lovely lot. It’s designed to help get you on and off site as quickly and as safely as possible, and to give you tips make the most of the weekend.

So go forth, pop the kettle on, make yourself a brew and familiarise yourself with our camping policies are procedures.

GETTING TO THE FESTIVAL

Opening: The Campsite opens 12pm on Friday 12th August.

Campsite Address: Thoresby Park, Netherfield Lane, NG22 9EP. Follow the Signs for the Campsite ON ARRIVAL, not your sat NAV.

Live-in-Vehicle Address: Thoresby Park, NG22 9EQ.


Please keep your speed to 5mph when in the Estate. 

If you and other parties wish to camp together, we recommend arriving together to avoid disappointment.
 
NOTE, if you are a single parent, or if you have additional needs, we will do everything we can to assist you in getting your equipment safely over to your pitch.
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GLAMPING, MOTORHOMES, CARAVANS & TRAILER TENTS (Live in Vehicles pass)

(This is for space only; we do not provide Caravans or Campervans)
7m x 5m Space allocated for 1 vehicle and 1 caravan, additional vehicles may require to park separately.  
Additional space may be available for an awning, but this is based on available space on arrival and not guaranteed. As vehicle access is available on this site, we request that if additional space is available for an awning or storage tent, guests do not sleep in these.
Please follow the signs to your allocated field.
· You will be greeted by a member of the team who will guide you to your pitch.
· There are Exclusive Shower Blocks & Toilets available across the weekend.
· Our team will provide you with Festival Wrist bands and Festival Guides.

GENERAL CAMPING 

All campers will get to enjoy onsite entertainment that starts at 5pm on the Friday 12th August 2022
The camping space allocated is up to 7 Meter x 5 Meter Space (Space only - Does not include tent)
Electric Hook Up is included in the camping price and included in the cost.
The price includes full access to toilets and showers.
Camping includes free parking in a dedicated car park next to the campsite. In the interest of safety no one will be allowed to park next to their tent.

Please follow the signs to your allocated field.
· You will be directed to a parking space in our camp site car park. 

CAMPING FACILITIES

· Plenty of Clean Toilets are provided.
· Shower Blocks are provided.
· Please do not unplug the Showers to fill up your own personal water. There is a separate water pipe for this.
· Tea and Coffee will be available from our campsite café located in the general campsite with sweets, treats and pastries in the mornings.
· Cooked breakfasts will also be available inside the festival. 

Please be considerate to other campers when using the showers. This means, not taking too much time, and using limited water. The Tanks take time to refill once empty. So please use sparingly.

NOTE: In the interest of safety ALL vehicles on the general campsite will be required to park in the campsite car park next to the camping field. Campers with power will be situated together EXCLUDING campervans, caravans and motorhomes who will be located in a separate field due to vehicle access.


24 HOUR SECURITY ON THE CAMPSITE

There will be a security team on the campsite throughout the weekend. Should you have any concerns, please report to a member of security, or our Festival team in the Campsite Office.

In the event of an emergency please alert one of our security staff that are situated in the campsite and festival site immediately or if you are in the Glamping and Motorhome field, the event box office. 

FOOD & DRINK
· Campers may bring food and drink into the campsite for their own consumption.
· Food and drink will be available to purchase at the Event. Excessive amounts of cigarettes or alcohol may be confiscated.
· Festival goers may NOT bring alcohol into the main events field.
· Any customers caught bringing alcohol into the festival will be refused entry.
· If you want to bring a picnic then by all means do, we will have wide selection of foods on offer. 

Gloworm Festival operates a zero-tolerance underage drinking policy. No one under the age of 18 is permitted to bring alcohol to, or be under the influence of alcohol at, the Event. If you are unable to produce ID evidencing that you are 18 years old or over when challenged at the entrance points or within the Venue, your alcohol will be confiscated and you risk being refused entry to the Event or arrangements being made for you to leave. A challenge 25 policy will be in operation on all bars.

COOKING AT THE FESTIVAL

Gas camping stoves are permitted. (This may be subject to change should we experience exceptionally dry weather, and in line with the guidance of the Fire Service/ Thoresby Park.)
Campfires and BBQ’s are strictly forbidden.


THE RULES – In addition to our Terms and Conditions.

· You must wear your wristband at all times. Any Lost Wristbands will not be replaced.
· Failure to show an intact wristband on request by stewards may result in entry to the campsite being refused and may result in you being asked to leave the Event.
· No pets on site or campsite, with the exception of assistance dogs
· Please write your contact telephone number on your child’s wristbands before entering the festival site to assist with our missing children policy.
· Campfires are strictly forbidden.

PROHIBITED ITEMS

· You, your vehicle and/or possessions may be searched before entering and during the Event. If illegal substances are found, you may be prosecuted.
· Management, at its discretion, may confiscate any item that is deemed illegal or unsuitable. This includes, without limitation, illegal or intoxicating substances including but not limited to; “Legal/herbal” highs, fireworks, sparklers, Chinese sky lanterns or any flame, smoke or gas devices, portable laser equipment, laser pens, air horns, spray cans or any item that can be considered a weapon. Any person in possession of such articles may be refused or removed from the Event.
· Festival goers may not bring their own music systems to the campsite or festival field.
· Weapons in any deemed form will be confiscated.
ANYONE FOUND IN POSSESSION OF FLARES OR SMOKE CANISTERS WILL BE ARRESTED AND CHARGED BY THE POLICE. THEY ARE DANGEROUS AND COULD CAUSE SERIOUS HARM TO YOU OR OTHER FESTIVAL GOERS.


FRIDAY ENTERTAINMENT

· The Festival Site will open at 5pm – 10pm on Friday 12th August for campers only.
· The Fairground will be open where a fee will apply. (Please remember the rides are free until 5pm on both Saturday & Sunday)
· There will be Music and Entertainment in the evening.
· There will be a selection of food vendors open on the festival site.









FORCE MAJEURE

A Force Majeure is a circumstance that is beyond the control of the event management team at Gloworm. This could include, but is not limited to, high winds (50 MPH is deemed unsafe), floods, fires, lightning or anything that could potentially put visitors, stall holders and staff in danger.
If anything of the sort does happen, Gloworm Events LTD (Gloworm Festival) cannot be held responsible. They also have the right to close the site if it becomes unusable and most of all unsafe.

THINGS TO REMEMBER

You also must remember Tents with power cannot be situated with tents without. Please check your tent size before you arrive, the space allocated is 7x7m total. A guardian must accompany children under 15.
You may be asked for ID at the bars to prove you are over 18 years of age. A check 25 policy will be in operation at all bars. If you look under 25, you may be asked for ID. Anyone caught drinking under age or without relevant ID may be removed from the event.
Children must not be left in any of the festival areas alone at any time.
Not to worry if you forget any of your belongings, the nearest Tesco is just a short drive away.
